After
fastening buckles, adjust belts to ensure a snug fit around your child.

Child may slip into leg openings and strangle. NEVER use seat in a reclined carriage
position unless the child is harnessed and in carriage mode.

AVOID FINGER ENTRAPMENT: Use care when folding and unfolding the stroller.

Be certain the stroller is fully opened and latched before allowing your child near

the stroller.

USE OF THE STROLLER with a child weighing more than 50 Ibs (22.7 kg), will

cause excessive wear and stress on the stroller. Use the stroller with only one

child at a time.

STROLLER TO BE USED only at walking speed. Product not intended for use while
jogging, skating, etc.

TO PREVENT A HAZARDOUS, UNSTABLE CONDITION, never place purses, shopping
bags, parcels or accessory items on the canopy or handle. Do not place more than
10 Ibs (4.5 kg) in the storage basket

NEVER ALLOW the stroller to be used as a toy.

AVOID BURNS. Never put hot liquids in cup holder. Do not place more than 3 Ibs
(1.4 kg) on the parent tray/cup holder.

DISCONTINUE USING THE STROLLER if it is damaged or broken.

AVOID STRANGULATION. DO NOT place items with a string around your child’s neck,
suspend strings from this product, or attach strings to toys.

NEVER USE STROLLER ON STAIRS or escalators. You may suddenly lose control of
the stroller and your child may fall out. Also, use extra care when going up or down a
step or curb.

This stroller can be used with children up to 50 Ibs (22.7 kg).

DO NOT attempt to attach any infant car seat to the stroller other than a Chicco infant
car seat. Injury or death may result when attempting to use this stroller in conjunction
with infant car seats from other manufacturers.

SETTING UP THE STROLLER

A\ WARNING: When opening the
stroller, ensure that all children are
at a safe distance. Make sure the
movable parts of the stroller do not
come into contact with your child.

Stand the stroller frame (A) on end and
unfold.

To protect your floor during setup, we
recommend working on carpeted or protected
area. The product carton can be flattened and
used as a work surface before being recycled.

Press down firmly on the middle of the
seat to make sure that the stroller frame is
locked into the open position.

To attach the rear axle assembly (B),
orient the assembly with the brake pedals
towards the back of the stroller and

axle mounts aligned to the rear of the
stroller frame.

4 Slide the rear axle assembly onto the
stroller frame.

5 The snap buttons click into the holes on
the rear axle mounts.

Make sure the rear axle assembly is
securely attached to the stroller frame
by pulling in the opposite direction

of attachment.

6 Tosecurethe basket to the stroller frame,

wrap the basket strap around the tube on
the stroller frame and secure the 3 snaps
to the bottom of the basket.

SETTING UP THE STROLLER

To attach the rear wheels (C) to the

rear axle assembly, slide one rear wheel
onto the axle. The rear wheel is fully
seated on the axle when the brake lugisin
contact with the rear axle mount.

It may be necessary to rotate the wheel
until the brake tab fits into one of the brake
grooves on the inside of the wheel.

Repeat this step for the other rear wheel.

Slide a washer (H) onto the rear axle.

Repeat this step for the other rear wheel.

Secure the rear wheel to the axle

using a pin (I). Push the straight side of the
pin through the hole. The curve on the pin
must curve around the outside.

Make sure the wheels are secure by
pulling the wheels in the opposite
direction of attachment.

Repeat this step for the other rear wheel.

A\ WARNING: Check that the rear
wheels are secured correctly.

10 Line up the tabs on ahubcap (J) to the
notches in the rear wheel and insert the
hubcap until it snaps into place.

Repeat this step for the other rear wheel.

11 Toattach the front wheel (D), line up the
front wheel post to the socket and insert
the front wheel until it clicks.

Repeat this step for the other front wheel.
Make sure the wheels are secure by

pulling the wheels in the opposite direction
of attachment.

A\ WARNING: Check that the front
wheels are secured correctly.

12 Atthe front of the basket, insert the hook @

and loop straps on the basket through
the slots on the back of the footrest and
secure them under the basket.

19 To adjust the backrest to a lower position, @
squeeze the recline lever on the back of
the seat and lower the backrest until it
latches into the desired position.

22 Toremove the child tray, pressinonthe
release buttons located on either side of
the child tray and pull out.

20 To adjustthe backrest to an upright
position, push up on the backrest until it
locks into the desired position.

23 Toextend the adjustable legrest, rotate
the leg rest up to the level of the seat until
the latches engage.

The basket can be accessed from the front
of the stroller when the footrestis in the
locked upright position.

21 To attach the child tray (E), line up the
child tray posts to the sockets on the
stroller frame. Insert the child tray posts
into the sockets until they click.

24 Tofold the legrest down, grasp both
sides of the leg rest and rotate it above
the height of the seat while pulling both
levers forward.

Make sure the child tray is securely
attached by pulling the tray in the opposite
direction of attachment.

The latches will release and the leg rest
can be rotated to the lower position.

Then wrap the pocket on the seat insert
around the seat pad.

USING THE BRAKES

A\ WARNING: Always apply brakes
whenever the stroller is stationary.
Never leave the stroller on a sloped
surface, with a child onboard, even
with the brakes applied.

To LOCK the brakes, step on each brake
lever to rotate them down until they stop.

Ensure both brake levers are fully rotated
and engaged.

Check that the brake is engaged by trying
to push the stroller. If the brakes are not
locked, repeat step 1.

To UNLOCK the brakes, lift each brake
lever to rotate them up until they stop.

Ensure both brake levers are fully rotated
and disengaged.

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ADJUSTING THE SAFETY HARNESS

A\ WARNING: Always use a harness
position located ABOVE the child’s
shoulder line. If multiple positions are
above the child’s shoulder line, use
the one closest to it.

The shoulder straps can be adjusted to
3 height positions.

Note: It is recommended that children
under 6 months old ride in a Chicco infant
car seat that is attached to the stroller to
create a travel system.

To determine the correct position, place
your child in the seat with their back flat
against the backrest. Note the closest
harness strap position that is visible
ABOVE their shoulders.

To adjust the shoulder straps, first release
the safety harness. Press the buttonin the
center of the crotch buckle and release
both waist strap clips.

ADJUSTING THE SAFETY HARNESS

Pull up on the shoulder strap connector to a
unclip it from the waist strap clip.

The bottom of the shoulder strap
connector is designed to break away from
the waist strap clip when not secured in
the crotch buckle.

Remove the shoulder pads and the
seat insert.

To adjust the shoulder straps, slide the
shoulder strap under the loops to the
correct height for your child.

Always use the same loop height for both
shoulder straps.

Make sure the Chicco infant car seat is a
securely attached to the stroller by lifting
up on the carry handle.

FOLDING THE STROLLER

A\ WARNING: When folding the
stroller, ensure that all children are
at a safe distance. Make sure the
movable parts of the stroller do not
come into contact with your child.

Note: The infant car seat must be removed
from the stroller before folding. The stroller
can be folded while in carriage mode.

To fold the stroller, apply the brakes.

Lift the seat fabric to access the fold
handle. With your thumb, slide the fold
release button and rotate the fold
handle to the vertical position to
release the fold latch.

The stroller will start to fold when the fold
latchis released.

Lift the fold handle to allow the frame to
fold compactly towards the rear wheels.

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REMOVING THE ACCESSORY POCKET

To remove the accessory pocket, rotate
the canopy forward for easier access to the
parent tray. From the front of the parent
tray, flex the middle of the bow down to
release it from the parent tray. Follow by
lifting the bow from the channels on both
sides of the parent tray.

Note: The bow does not need to be
removed from the stroller to remove the
accessory pocket.

From the front edge of the parent tray,
unfasten the hook and loop on the
accessory pocket.

Lift the accessory pocket over the back of
the parent tray. The plastic tab will release
from the groove under the back of the
parent tray.

To reattach the accessory pocket to the
parent tray, REVERSE the steps.
