Check the product regularly for signs of wear and damage and to ensure
that it is assembled correctly. Should any part be damaﬁed, do not use it and keep
it Olc,llt of reach of children. Do not clean the product with solvents, abrasive or harsh
products.

Please refer to the care label for instructions on cleaning the fabric parts of the
Bassinet. The Canopy should be spot cleaned only. Wipe clean with adamp cloth
and mild detergent (do not use bleach).

Periodically wipe clean plastic parts with a soft damp cloth. Alwa{s dry the metal
