To avoid friction that may prevent the correct operation of
the stroller, ensure that all the movable plastic parts placed along the metal frame
are clean of dust, dirt or sand. Keep the stroller in a dry place. Prolonged

exposure to direct sunlight may cause the fabric to fade.
